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The above drawing represents the approximate dimensions of the second floor room which could be turned into a Kindergarten Class along with a Teacher’s Room.


The above drawing (in meters) would require scraping and wire-brushing the existing walls before repainting them. It would also require repair work done on the ceiling and because it would be used as a kindergarten room, we would like to put down carpeting because so many of the younger children would be sitting on the floor. This new room would require all new furniture which is expressly made for young children and everything would have to be scaled down to a young child’s height.


Lastly, the 2 LARGE windows � would require metal protective screening to prevent the young children from leaning outside a second story window and risk falling, thereby risking a serious or even fatal injury. 


The only remaining renovation is the smaller teacher’s room which measures 4m .30. This room would require a makeover similar to the classroom. It already has 1 window so that the teacher can always observe the children.
